THE CONFESSION

M: Dear friends in Christ: Let us draw near to God our Father with a true heart to confess our sins, and ask Him in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ to forgive us.

M: Our help is in the name of the Lord.

C: He made heaven and earth.

M: I said, I will confess my sins to the Lord.

C: Then He forgave the guilt of my sin.

 

ALL: Almighty God, merciful Father, I, a poor helpless sinner, confess to You all my sins, and repent of all the evil I have done. I have deeply displeased You and deserve Your punishment in time and in eternity. But I am sorry for my sins, and I ask You, for the sake of the holy innocent sufferings and death of Your dear Son Jesus Christ, to be gracious and merciful to me. Amen.

[The minister addresses the congregation]

M: I ask each of you in the presence of God who searches the heart: Do you confess that you have sinned, and do you repent of your sins?

C: I do.

M: Do you believe that Jesus Christ has redeemed you from all your sins, and do you desire forgiveness in His name?

C: I do.

M: Do you intend with the help of the Holy Spirit to live as in God’s presence, and to strive daily to lead a holy life, even as Christ has made you holy?

C: I do.

M: Christ gave to His church the authority to forgive the sins of those who repent, and to declare to those who do not repent that their sins are not forgiven. Therefore, upon your confession, I, as a called and ordained servant of the Word, announce the grace of God to all of you, and on behalf of my Lord Jesus Christ, I forgive you all your sins, in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. Peace be with you.

C: Amen.
THE INTROIT

ALL:  My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me? Why are You so far from saving Me, from the Words of My groaning?

O My God, I cry out by day, but You do not answer, and by night, and I am not silent.

THE FIRST READING

M: The First Reading for this Good Friday, is written in chapter 52 of Isaiah, beginning at verse 13, through to chapter 53, verse 12.
Isaiah 52:13-53:12

13 “Look! My Servant will be successful. He will be high, be lifted up and be highly exalted. 14 As there have been many who have been horrified because of You, — since His appearance has been more disfigured than any other man and His form more than any other human being, — 15 so He will sprinkle many nations. Kings will shut their mouths because of Him. For they will see what they had not been told and will understand what they had not heard.”

53:1 Who has believed our Message? To whom has the arm of the LORD been revealed? 2 He grew up before Him like a young shoot, like a root out of dry ground. He had no form or majesty that we should look at Him. He had nothing in His appearance that we should desire Him. 3 He was despised and rejected by men, a Man of sorrows and familiar with suffering. Like one from whom people hide their faces, He was despised, and we thought of Him as nothing. 4 Surely, He has taken on Himself our sufferings and carried our sorrows. Yet we considered Him to be wounded, struck down by God and afflicted. 5 However, He was pierced for our rebellious acts. He was bruised for our wrongdoings. The chastisement that brought us peace was on Him, and through His wounds we have been healed. 6 We have all gone astray, like sheep. Each one of us has turned to his own way, and the LORD has laid on Him the iniquity of us all. 7 Although He was oppressed and afflicted, He did not open His mouth. He was led like a lamb to the slaughter and, as a ewe is silent before those who shear off her wool, so He did not open His mouth. 8 He was taken away through oppression and without justice. As for His generation, who considered that He was cut off from the land of the living? Because of the rebellion of my people He was struck down. 9 He assigned His grave with wicked people but was with a rich man in His death, although He had done nothing violent, and there was no deceit in His mouth. 10 Nevertheless, it was the will of the LORD to crush Him with suffering. When You make His life a sacrifice for guilt, He will see His off-spring. He will have a long life, and the will of the LORD will be successful in His hand. 11 Because of the anguish of His soul, He will see and be satisfied.

“Through His knowledge, My righteous Servant will justify many and bear their iniquities. 12 Therefore, I shall divide Him a portion among great people, and He will divide the plunder with strong people, because He poured out His life to death and was numbered with wrongdoers. Nevertheless, He has carried the sin of many people and intercedes for the wrongdoers.”

M: This is the Word of the Lord.

THE SECOND READING

M: The Second Reading is written in chapter 4 of Hebrews, verses 14-16, then chapter 5, verses 7-9.
Hebrews 4:14-16; 5:7-9

14 Therefore, since we have a great High Priest, who has gone through the heavens, Jesus, the Son of God, let us cling to what we confess! 15 For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathise with our weaknesses. However, we have One who has been tempted in every way like us. Yet He was without sin. 16 Therefore, let us come boldly to the throne of grace to receive mercy and find grace to help us when we need it! …

5:7 During His days in the human nature, Jesus offered prayers and petitions, with loud cries and tears, to the One who could save Him from death; and, because He feared God, He was heard. 8 Although Jesus is the Son, He learned obedience from the things that He suffered. 9 When He was perfected, He also became the Source of eternal salvation for all who obey Him.
After the reading:

M: This is the Word of the Lord.

C: Christ humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death; even death on the cross.

[The congregation stands for the Gospel]

THE GOSPEL

M: The Holy Gospel is written in the 19th chapter of the Gospel according to St. John, beginning at verse 17.

C:  Glory be to You, O Lord.

John 19:17-30

17 Jesus went out, carrying His own cross, to the place that was called “the Place of the Skull,” which is called “Golgotha” in Aramaic. 18 There they crucified Him with two other men, one on each side, with Jesus in the middle.

19 Pilate also wrote a notice and put it on the cross. It read: “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.”

20 Therefore, many Jews read this notice, because the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city. The notice had been written in Aramaic, Latin and Greek.

21 Therefore, the High Priests of the Jews told Pilate, “Do not write: ‘The King of the Jews,’ but: ‘He said, “I am the King of the Jews”’!”

22 Pilate answered, “What I have written I have written.”

23 When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took His outer garments and divided them into four parts, one part for each soldier, and also the undergarment. The undergarment was without a seam, woven from the top in one piece. 24 Therefore, they said to one another, “Let us not tear it but let us throw dice for it, to decide who will get it!”

This happened that the Scripture might be fulfilled that says: “They divided My outer garments among them and cast lots for My clothing.”

So, that is what the soldiers did.

25 Jesus’ mother, His mother’s sister, Mary, the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene were standing near the cross of Jesus.

26 Therefore, when Jesus saw His mother and the disciple whom He loved standing nearby, He said to His mother, “Woman, there is your son.” 27 Then He said to the disciple, “There is your mother.”

From that time on, this disciple took her into his own home.

28 After this, knowing that everything had now been finished, that the Scripture might be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I am thirsty.”

29 A jar full of sour wine had been placed there. So, they put a sponge full of the sour wine on hyssop and lifted it to His mouth.

30 When Jesus had taken the sour wine, He said, “It is finished.”

Then He bowed His head and gave up His spirit.

After the Gospel: 

M: This is the Gospel of the Lord.          C: Praise be to You, O Christ.
